I am Ofsted registered graded ‘good’ my husband and myself are both DBS checked. I have obtained my first aid certificate, 5-star food hygiene rating, ENCO, safeguarding children, introduction to childminders course, health and safety, SEN training workshop, STC sign language. I am registered with the ICO and comply with Data Protection when storing documents about the children, and am ongoing with my training all the time. 

I live with my husband Matthew we have been together for a long time so much so I have almost lost count and he is very supportive of my role and me. He works and will not see much of your children but I can guarantee they will take to him. He is brilliant around children and always ends up being used as a climbing frame or is the leading role in many games when we go to friend’s houses.
We also live with a fair few pets a cat called Ebony, a budgie called Lulu, a chicken called Snow, and a rabbit called ‘Starsky’
Amber’s Angels aims to provide your child with a quality affordable childcare service in a homely, fun and comfortable setting in surroundings that make them feel safe and secure where learning is achieved through play and quality time is spent on each child. 

Each child is unique and I will maintain a close and nurturing relationship with all the children in my care. They are the beginnings of a bright future. I follow the EYFS curriculum for Early Years/Early Years Outcomes and will keep you regularly informed of your child’s development.

In my setting I welcome the children to a home equipped full of toys ranging from Pirates to Barbie, farm and fairyland, cars, train set, kitchen, dressing up, dolls, Happy land, Books, puzzles, games and arts and crafts and lots more. 

I have a spacious garden where the children will have the opportunity to play on swings and slides, play kitchen, chalks, ride on toys, sand and water play. I also have two rabbits that love being stroked; their names are Starsky and Hutch, we also have a friendly indoor cat called Ebony. We did hatch chickens with mindees so now also have two pet chickens called Elsa and Snow.
In my home there is also a quiet area where the children can just relax and read a book or play puzzles. There will also be outings to our local library, toddler groups and parks.

I also have a routine which gives structure to the day. I will work closely with parents to make sure their routine at home Is followed as best as I can. Working with you as parents is just as important to me as looking after your child. I want to make sure your needs are met as well and if you have any questions/concerns you can ask me in person.

I know as a working parent you want some flexibility with your childminder this is not a problem if I am contacted and informed in advance depending on the day It may be a different charge to the usual rate so please check the fees page. 

Upon starting I will ask for parents/carers to complete permission forms on their child’s first settling in session and contracts and a child record form. I will ask parents/carers to complete an all about me form so I can see what your child’s interests are at home and how I can make them feel welcome in my setting by providing a similar experience here.

You are most welcome to look around my home to see if I am the right person for you and your child/ren. I endeavour to make your child’s stay with me a fun and exciting one so they are eager to come back to see what’s in store for them the next day.
